
Salt Lake City, UT — The Utah Pride celebration returns to downtown Salt Lake City on Saturday and Sunday, June 7–8,
inviting tens of thousands to gather in celebration of this year’s theme: RADICAL LOVE — a powerful reminder that love, in
its purest form, is unconditional and transformative.

The annual Utah Pride celebration is the largest program offered by the Utah Pride Center and a beacon of visibility, joy, and
solidarity for the queer community and allies across the state. The 2025 theme, RADICAL LOVE, honors the deep-rooted
resilience of the LGBTQ+ community and invites all of us to show up for each other with compassion, courage, and
authenticity.

“Radical Love isn’t just a celebration — it’s a promise,” said Chad Call, Executive Director of the Utah Pride Center. “It’s the
way we show up for one another when it matters most. Our theme this year reminds me of the values and spirit that have held
our community together through the good times and bad.” 

The 2025 Utah Pride celebration kicks off on Saturday, June 7 with a rally at 10:00 AM on the steps of the Utah State Capitol.
Gatherers will then march down State Street toward Washington Square where the Utah Pride Festival will take place. Festival
gates open at 11AM on Saturday and our community will be treated to two full days of exciting vendor booths, tasty food and
beverage, and fun activities for all ages.

This year, entertainment will be provided by popular music artists including David Archuleta, CupcakKe, Mindy Gledhill, and
Marrlo Suzzanne & The Galaxxy Band. Two main stages on eit her side of the festival will showcase singers, dancers, and
queer artists from all over the state, and a third stage will house Utah Pride Karaoke! 

The annual Utah Pride Parade is on Sunday, June 8, starting at 100 South and West Temple and ends at 300 South and 400
East. This free event begins at 10AM, and festival gates open afterwards at noon.

What’s new this year? Utah Pride Parade entries will now be allowed to give hand-outs, or swag, to spectators lining the
streets. Exhibiting vendors at the festival can now use their own qualifying tents, rather than a professionally installed tent,
significantly lowering registration costs. 

This year’s Utah Pride celebrations are being led by an organizing committee which includes a combination of staff, board,
and community members. Additionally, we have over 60 planning committee members who are leading nearly a thousand
more volunteers to bring the big plans to life. Sponsors, volunteer groups, individual volunteers, community organizations,
donors and more are coming out again to be part of Utah Pride 2025.
